It is with regret that we announce the passing of our Past President and Honorary Life Member Bruce 

Downie. He had been ill for some time and passed away in Calvary Hospital, Kogarah, Sydney on 

Wednesday August 4, 2010. 

 

Bruce commenced fishing with his father Les Downie at Sydney Game Fishing Club where both were 

foundation members, joining on formation in 1952. His Dad fished his vessels ñChevronò and ñChevron IIò 

very successfully for many years and Bruce learned his fishing skills under some very skilful veteran   

anglers.

Notices of Motion that were carried  at this meeting are: 
 

 

¶ CIRCLE HOOKS ONLY are permitted to be used for livebaiting and trolling natural 

baits.  NB: no points to be scored for any species caught while using livebaits and/or 

trolling natural baits with ñJò hooks.  

 

Note : as determined by Council and advised to Clubs on 20th July, the rule came into effect on 

29th July, 2010 .  
 

¶ A Sub-Committee to be formed comprising of members of the NSWGFA Executive plus 1 rep-

resentative from each zone to fine tune the current tag & release line-class point score system 

by the next Council Meeting. Note : The Sub-Committee will put forward recommendations (if 

any) to the Council for their determination. 

  

¶ A notice of motion will be put forward from NSWGFA to the GFAA AGM to allow ñmeasure & 

releaseò for yellowtail kingfish under 70 cm for Junior and Small Fry Anglers. Note: if this    

motion is accepted by GFAA Delegates, it will be for Junior & Small Fry personal pointscore in 

NSWGFA (as per Striped Tuna & Kawa Kawa and will receive the same point score). 
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Other matters discussed  

 

Ă Limit for Prizes/Cash in Tournaments  

GFAA is in the process of making a decision on what figure substantiates a ñsubstantial awardò (as 

per current GFAA rules). The figure that is currently being discussed is $10,000 cash and/or prize 

for any one single trophy. 

The $10,000 cash and/or prize maximum trophy limit was discussed by NSWGFA Delegates with 

the meeting concluding that they would endorse this maximum limit. 

 

Ă Tag Card Information  

It has been brought to NSWGFA attention that a few anglers have been using ñJò hooks to tag  

marlin, this is against NSWGFA rules for all billfish. Clubs need to publicise this rule to their     

members and Club Recorders need to check tag cards as to the type of hook that has been used in 

the tag. If it is found that a ñJò hook has been used the angler needs to be notified that the tag WILL 

NOT be awarded any points as it is an illegal tag. 

 

Ă Accumulative Points Capture Trophies  

The time has come where Clubs should look at having ñheaviest ofò trophies rather than              

accumulative points trophies especially in tournaments. Bag Limits are again under the 

ñmicroscopeò and we need to be seen as responsible anglers, by having ñheaviest ofò trophies    

anglers can estimate the weight of the fish and if this fish will not be a trophy winning fish it can be 

tagged and released.  

 

To assist with the estimation of fish weights, NSWGFA has re-produced the weight/length curves 

for marlin & sharks from the GFAA journal. All Clubs should have by now received enough copies 

to send out to their respective members, please ensure that this is done. This publication will as 

well be available to download from the NSWGFA website. 

 

It would be appreciated if you could by way of your Club Newsletter inform your Club Members that 

NSWGFA has provided these booklets to enable anglers to estimate the weight of fish using the 

graphs and by doing this will decrease the number of undersize and non-trophy fish brought to the 

weigh station. 

 

Ă Tournament Trophies  

There appears to be some confusion as to the equalisation of capture and tag & release trophies in 

sanctioned tournaments. There is NO NSWGFA rule that states that the sections have to have 
equal trophies in-fact, NSWGFA would prefer that there are more tag trophies than capture         

trophies this would as well encourage tag & release. The majority of Clubs would find that there are 

more boats fishing tag & release today than capture.  

 

Background ðequalisation of prizes/trophies   

The confusion has arisen due to the fact that many years ago when trying to encourage                

tag & release within Club tournaments, Clubs were asked to consider equalising the tag & release 

trophies with the capture trophies that were being offered at the time, in those days the majority of 

boats were fishing capture, which is now not the case. 
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Ă NSWGFA Media Policy  

The Media Policy was discussed at the AGM, with Delegates agreeing that the policy needs to be updated 

to include internet websites etc. Once this policy has been formulated it will be forwarded to all Clubs to   

inform Club Members. 
 

Clubs are asked to be responsible when posting photographs of captured fish onto their websites. If Clubs 

do want to have specific ñphoto albumsò then speak to the Web Designer about making the section a    

Members Only section, that way the photographs are NOT open for anyone in the World to see. 
 

Ă Sanctioned Tournament Rules  

NSWGFA is in the process of putting together a set of ñdraft tournament rulesò for all Clubs to use when ap-

plying for tournament sanction. It was felt that if Clubs all used the same ñdraft rulesò, then wording for com-

mon rules would all be the same thus eliminating confusion for anglers who fish other Club tournaments. 
 

It has as well been of concern that some Club tournament rules seem to change from year to year, instead 

of keeping what has been sanctioned the year before and just changing the date, this has caused confusion 

and in some cases has changed the intent of the tournament rule. 
 

Ă 2011 Nautilus Boat Insurance Interclub Tournament  

The Executive are in the process of organising the 2011 event, it would be appreciated if you  do know of a 

potential Interclub sponsor if these details could be forwarded to NSWGFA Secretary. 

A ñflyerò will be forwarded to all Clubs in the near future, please print this information by way of your Club 

Newsletter and/or post on the Club website.  

The Interclub tournament is the only means of fund raising that NSWGFA does during the year, because of 

the Interclub tournament, NSWGFA affiliation fees have been kept to an absolute minimum i.e. $8.80 per 

adult member. If the support declines then the affiliation fees will need to be increased therefore we do ask 

that Clubs promote this event, it is the NSW State Championships. 

Further information regarding the tournament will be posted on the NSWGFA website in the near future. 

The Interclub Tournament dates are: 

26th & 27th February and 5th & 6th March, 2011  

Ladies Day will be held on Mondayð28th February and Sponsors Trade Day & Party in the Park will be 

held on Friday 4th March. It is hoped that the change of format will encourage more participation on these 

days. 

 

Ă Clarification from GFAA with regard to Junior/Small Fry Anglers  

A Club sought clarification regarding the rule for use of harness with respect to Junior/Small Angler, this 

matter was as well discussed at the NSWGFA AGM. The GFAA Clarification is as follows: 

Question 1 : Where a junior/small fry angler is on the rod, is another person allowed to hang onto the back 
of the harness to stop the angler from falling over the side. 

GFAA : In circumstances of rough or dangerous seas it is OK to hold back of harness for the purpose 

of stablising angler. It is not permitted to hold on a continuous basis and is not to be used to hold or 

pull back the angler to assist fighting the fish.  

Question 2 : Is anyone allowed to hold onto straps connected to reel or any other part of the harness or gim-

bal which may assist angler. 

GFAA: No 

Question 3 : Is anyone allowed to put arms around junior/small fry while fighting fish which may assist angler 
in capturing fish. 

GFAA: No  
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Ă NSWGFA Junior Team

¶ Fishing Resume & Parental Permission 
 

Nominations are to be forwarded to the Clubôs respective Zone Chairman no later than 31st December 
2010. 

 

Please Note: The nominated angler must be under the age of 16 years at the time of the tournament. 

 

Ă Coastal Waters Trophy Information for 2011  

The Coastal Waters Trophy Nomination forms can be somewhat difficult for new Club Recorders, hopefully 

the confusion will be eliminated when it comes time to complete the 2011 trophy forms. 

 

The NSWGFA website will be updated to allow Clubs to complete the forms online and submit the form to 

NSWGFA. The online forms will be set up so that it will automatically work out the points therefore it will only 

be a matter of entering the angler & capture/tag details. 

 

Ă Junior & Small Fry Anglers  

There has been some confusion as to when a Junior Angler becomes a Senior Angler and when a Small Fry 

Angler becomes a Junior Angler. Not all Clubs have a small fry section in Club and/or Tournaments,     

therefore the clarification is in two parts. 

Clarification is : 

Junior Angler ða junior angler must be under the age of 16 years and becomes a senior angler on his or 

her 16th birthday. Following his/her 16th birthday the angler is not eligible for junior trophies/prizes. 

ORðfor Clubs that have a Small Fry & Junior Section in Club and/or Tournaments 

Junior Angler ða junior angler must be 11 years to under 16 years of age and becomes a senior angler on 
his or her 16th birthday. Following his/her 16th birthday the angler is not eligible for junior trophies/prizes. 

Small Fry Angler ð a small fry angler must be under the age of 11 years and becomes a junior angler on 

his/her 11th birthday. Following his/her 11th birthday the angler is not eligible for small fry trophies/prizes. 

 

Note : The only exception to tis rule is during a NSWGFA sanctioned tournament where the angler turns 16 

years of age (or 11years of age if there is a small fry section) during the tournament, in this case the angler 

may compete as a Junior (small fry if there is a small fry section) angler for the entire tournament.  

 

Ă Club Competition & Tournament Trophies  

With respect to angler trophies, if a trophy is intended to be a Senior angler trophy, it is imperative to list the 

trophy as such e.g. Champion Senior (or Adult) or Senior Male Trophy & Champion Senior (or Adult) Lady 

Trophy, if the word Senior or Adult is not printed, then the trophy is open to a Male or Lady angler of any 

age. 
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MAKO SHARK AMENDMENT BILL ðIS PASSED ON 15th July 2010  
Copy of advise from DEWHA forwarded to NSWGFA on 19th July 2010  

Dear All, 

Following on from past correspondence with this Department concerning recreational fishing for Mako Sharks I offer 

the following advice for your members. 

SUMMARY 

The Environment Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Amendment (Recreational Fishing for Mako and         

Porbeagle Sharks) Act 2010 (No. 107 of 2010) (the Act) has received Royal Assent. 

As of 15 July 2010 it will not be an offence to catch, kill or injure long fin or short fin mako or porbeagle sharks in 

Commonwealth Waters in the course of recreational fishing. It will continue to be an offence to catch, kill or injure the 

sharks as part of commercial fishing unless an existing exemption applies. 

As you are aware it is in everyoneôs best interest to maintain a long-term sustainable fishery. Consistent with your 

stance on sustainable fishing, we ask that your organisation continues to encourage participants to give preference 

to catch and release and to avoid the killing of Mako sharks when appropriate. 

DETAIL 

As you are aware, on 29 January 2010, shortfin mako, longfin mako and porbeagle sharks were listed as migratory 

species under section 209 of the Environment Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999 (EPBC Act). This 

was a legal obligation under the EPBC Act following the inclusion of these species on Appendix II of the Convention 

of Migratory Species (CMS). As a result of the mandatory listing, it became illegal to kill, injure, take or move these 

species in Commonwealth waters. 

Aware of the disproportionate impact that this listing would have on recreational fishers, immediately prior to the   

listing the Minister announced that the Government would act as a matter of priority to progress a legislative solution 

to mitigate the impacts of these mandatory listings on recreational fishing for all three species. On Thursday 25        

February the Minister introduced the Environment Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Amendment 

(Recreational Fishing for Mako and Porbeagle Sharks) Bill 2010 (the Bill) into the Parliament. This Bill applies       

specifically to recreational fishing for these three shark species.  

On 22 June 2010 the Bill was passed by the Senate and came into law on 15 July 2010 after it received Royal      

Assent from the Governor-General. This means that recreational fishers will no longer be subject to offence          

provisions under the EPBC Act which related to these migratory species. 

The new amendments to the EPBC Act are consistent with changes recommended by Dr Allan Hawke in relation to 

listed Migratory Species and Australia continues to meet its international obligations that stem from the Convention 

on Migratory Species. In this regard, Australia continues to be an active participant in international efforts to develop 

a global memorandum of understanding for the conservation and management of migratory sharks. 

Definition of ñrecreational fishingò 

A fishing activity within the ordinary meaning of órecreational fishingô will be covered by the exception (for example, 

fishing of makos or porbeagle sharks by an individual person from their private boat for personal use). The Act also 

includes a definition of órecreational fishingô for the purposes of the exception to clarify that órecreational fishingô also 

includes (but is not limited to) the following types of fishing: 

¶ Fishing from a charter boat (within the meaning of the Fisheries Management Act 1991), including fishing by 

the person in charge of the boat, the crew of the boat or any other person on the boat; 

¶ Fishing in a fishing competition (whether or not in a professional capacity); and 

¶ Fishing that is undertaken primarily for inclusion on a website, or in a film, video, television program or radio 

program, or for description or representation in a magazine, newspaper, book or other such document. 

The exception will not apply to commercial fishing of mako and porbeagle sharks. As previously, commercial fishing 

of these species will be allowed where in accordance with accredited management arrangements.
