Conduct

It is the expectation that all participants will
conduct themselves in a responsible and courtec
manner to the Tournament Officials, other
Competitors and the general public at all times
during a tournament.

Bad Weather

To avoid taking unnecessary risks in the event
of bad weather, the Host Club

Tournament Committee will decide whether the
day will be a Tournament Day or not. Skippers
should establish contact with the Tournament
Committee if they consider the event will not or
may not proceed.

In the event of the Weather Bureau issuing a
weather report which is a “Gale Warning” or
a higher category of warning affecting a
particular day of the Tournament then the
Host Club will automatically cancel that day’s
fishing. If a “Gale Warning” or higher
category of warning is issued after the
commencement of fishing only those fish
captured or tagged at the time fishing is
cancelled or prior will count towards
pointscore.
